Tumaini University secures land for main campus
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Tumaini University, Dar es Salaam College (TUDARCO) has secured 40 acres of land in Kiluvya, Kinondoni District in Dar es Salaam where its main campus would be built. 

The University Provost, Prof Geoffrey Mmari, told The Guardian in the interview at the weekend that already the area is in the final stages of survey and processing of a title deed. 

He said land space was a problem that the university was facing as it has been accommodated in the Eastern Diocese of Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania building. 

Many students have been joining the University following government’s support through the Higher Education Students Loan Board (HESLB) that cater for both public and private institutions. 

HESLB is a government institution that provides meal, stationary and tuition fees to students in the higher learning in both public and private institutions. 

’We are very grateful to the government which has attended to the problems of many Tanzanians who could not afford tuition fees in private universities,’ he said. 

TUDARCO is a private institution of higher learning owned and managed by the Eastern and Coastal Diocese of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania. 

The University, which has over 900 students, is now a multi-campus, with two main campuses, at Kinondoni Lutheran Church that saves as a main campus and the Kurasini campus. 

Prof Mmari said the land was bought from Edward Barongo and that it was near the former prime minister Federick Sumaye’s home in Kiluvya. 

’The plot is big we are just next to the former prime Minister Federick Sumaye,’ he said. 

The Provost said after clearing with the authority concerned, the university would build a seven-storey building, which will be able to accommodate students and offices. 

The University’s vision is to be a centre of excellence for knowledge transfer from one generation to another, train skilled human resource and job creators, and for the promotion of national unity through teaching, research training, consultancy and community service to the nation, the regional and the international community. 

The College is Christian-centred, and is focusing all its programmes through the guidance of and obedience to the word of God by conducting and promoting high education, learning and research through scientific fact finding and inquiries to all students without discrimination. 

TUDARCO was established in April 2003 and it is recognised by the Higher Education Accreditation Council. 
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
